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After the Second World War, when he served as a pilot in Coastal Command, 
Francis Bennion (FB) went to Balliol College, Oxford. There he obtained his law 
degree and went on to train as a barrister being called to the Bar of England and 
Wales in 1951. 
 

FB first had a paper published over 65 years ago when he was flying in North 
Africa. Since then he has been a prolific writer of letters, articles and books. The 
Times has published well over 100 of his letters and the Daily Telegraph more than 
50. 
 

His major book  Bennion on Statutory Interpretation is now in its fifth edition and 
is widely regarded as the leading work on this subject throughout the common 
law world and beyond. 
 

He has also published other books on statute law, a book of his poems, a book on

FB was involved in drafting the constitution of Pakistan in 1956 and wrote the 
Constitutional Law of Ghana after drafting the new constitution there.  
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FB started his website back in the late 1990s when the Internet was in its 
infancy. He wanted to ensure that his writings should not be lost but 
preserved for study and consideration by anyone who might have an interest 
in the subjects that have fascinated him throughout his working life. 
 

He is a staunch advocate of the Rule of Law and has influenced many of the 
changes to our legal system that have been adopted or enacted in the last 
half century. 
 

The Code that he devised in Bennion on Statutory Interpretation is frequently 
cited in courts throughout the common law world when the legal meaning of 
Acts and other statutory instruments is considered to be in doubt. 
 

Francis Bennion is a strong advocate of the need for high standards in our 
professional  and sexual lives. His two books , Professional Ethics and The Sex 
Code ɀ Morals for Moderns explain how this can and should be achieved.
